COMMISSIONER SCARPELLI: Move it.
COMMISSIONER ROGERS: Second.

MADAM CLERK: Commissioner Rogers?

MADAM CLERK: And Mayor Petracco?
MAYOR PETRACCO: Aye except for May 19, 2015.

MADAM CLERK: Thank you.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you. Communications.

MADAM CLERK: The VFW has submitted a Sunday
Letter to host a Daily Pull Tab from June 27, 2015 through
June 27, 2016. I need a motion.

COMMISSIONER SCARPELLI: Move it.

COMMISSIONER ROGERS: Second.

MADAM CLERK: Commissioner Rogers?
COMMISSIONER ROGERS: Aye.

MADAM CLERK: Commissioner Tucci?
COMMISSIONER TUCCI: Aye.

MADAM CLERK: Commissioner Scarpelli?
COMMISSIONER SCARPELLTI: Aye.
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MADAM CLERK: Mayor Petracco?

MAYOR PETRACCO: Aye.

Thank you.

MADAM CLERK: You're welcome.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Okay. We're going to take some

things out of order.

First, I'd like to welcome everybody this evening.
All our friends from Honduras. Everyone from Franklin
Reformed Church. I apologize for keeping you waiting here.
Unfortunately, we only meet a couple times a month and with
everything going on in town, we have a lot of business to
take care of. But we did that as quick as we can realizing
that you guys were waiting outside.

Okay. We are going to start off tonight with a
Proclamation for our Franklin Reformed Church.

WHEREAS, in 1825, when Nutley was referred to as
the Village of Franklin, a Sunday school was organized to
meet the needs of the local children whose families were
associated with the Second River Reformed Church located on
the riverfront in Belleville; and

WHEREAS, during the 1840s, it became apparent that
there was a need for a local reformed church and an
association was formed that raised $6,000 to create the
Permanent Fund of the First and Second Reformed Dutch Church

at Franklin Village or its vicinity; and
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WHEREAS, in 1855, a group of petition, Reverend
Classis of Bergen that a church be duly organized; and

WHEREAS, the following religious services on May
6th, 1855, the Reverend Demund of School River Reformed
Church read the names of 28 individuals who would comprise
the organization congregation; and

WHEREAS, in the name of the Reverend Classis of
Bergen the church was pronounced as organized under the name
of the Protestant Reformed Dutch Church at Franklin, Essex
County, New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, over the ensuing 160 years faithful
reformed Christians have maintained a ministry of the Gospel
and compassion for the neighbors formed our current home at
the corner of Church and Prospect Streets.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of
Commissioners, Township of Nutley, County of Essex, State of
New Jersey, one, we congratulate this small yet mighty
congregation as they celebrate 160 years of ministry, and
its mission seeking God's call to live in Nutley community,
seeking justice, sharing compassion and walking in
championship with all of our neighbors.

Wow . That's something. We do not need a vote for
a Proclamation but if any of the commissioners would like to
say a few words, I'll start with Commissioner Scarpelli.

COMMISSIONER SCARPELLI: Thank you, Mayor.
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A hundred and sixty years. That's a long time to
be a part of this community and you're a very active part of
the community. We congratulate you for that and I know when
we go up there on Memorial Day, we look at some of the
tombstones that are up there and they date back a long time.
So congratulations on a hundred and sixty years.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Commissioner Rogers.

COMMISSIONER ROGERS: This is what makes Nutley
the wonderful town it is. This is what makes America great.

I've got to tell you. I've learned over the past
40 years that I've been here that your church has done a lot
of good work for a lot of people and very, very quietly.
Some people walk into your church rather depressed, upset,
concerned about their lives but, boy, when you get through
with them, they're walking out of that church with a smile
on their face.

God bless you and thank you for all that you've
done.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Commissioner Tucci.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: Yes. I don't want to be
redundant but Reverend Fetsky (ph), I'd like to congratulate
you and the entire church, not only for your hundred and
sixty years of ministry, but for all the good works that
you've down in this Township and beyond our borders for just

about all of those hundred and sixty years and we look
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forward to working with you in the next one hundred and
sixty. Congratulations.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you, Commissioner. Just --
I'd just like to add that, you know, when you look back all
the way to 1825 and to be able to raise $6,000, $6,000 in
1840 was probably like $6 million today when you really
think about it. So it's really unbelievable what the
accomplishments have been made. Seems like today nothing
lasts forever so for you, Reverend, to be able to keep that
up, I'd just like to say that, you know, to me, Jill is one
of the best people I ever met in my life, here in Nutley.
She comes into my store. She listens to me bellyache at
times and, you know what, she's -- really has a soft air and
all of the other ones that are here tonight, you know, you
really are the fabric of Nutley because you people are a
bunch of givers, not takers, because you're always asking
the Township what you could do for us and how you can help.
So I think these need to be applauded for that.

And, just lastly, I don't mean to be longwinded,
the event that we -- you know, you all put together and
helped with Carol, over here, with, you know, our friends
from Honduras, for peace, to chalk walk for peace, it was
really, really an incredible thing and I'd just like to say,
on the record, we're -- you know, I'm getting close to my

eighth year in office already and the time sure goes by fast
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and quickly. I have to tell you, it wasn't the biggest
event that I've been at in the last eight years. But I have
to tell you, it was probably one of the nicest events that
I've ever attended in my life and to hook up with all of the
churches in our community to welcome these people in from,
you know, a far, far place from America is really admirable

and it's all about what the churches do.

So, God bless you. Let's take a picture.
(Applause)
MAYOR PETRACCO: Guys, we just news that our video

went out, so we're going to need a few minutes for them to
get that up. If they don't get it up in a few minutes, then

we'll continue on.

(Pause)

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: Is this a TV time out?

MAYOR PETRACCO: Okay. We have our technology
department. They're fast and furious. So we can start

again. Parks Department, excuse me.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: In conjunction with IT. Give
credit where credit is due.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you, Commissioner Tucci.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: You're welcome.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: And those young people do a great
job back there.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: They do.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Okay. During the break I should

have got organized.

Okay. Our next Proclamation is going to be from
our friends from Honduras who -- is Mario here?

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: (Inaudible) .

MAYOR PETRACCO: Excuse me.

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: (Inaudible) .

MAYOR PETRACCO: We're going to do eight?

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: (Inaudible) .

MAYOR PETRACCO: Why don't you come up here?

(Pause)

MAYOR PETRACCO: He's not here?

I'd like to thank my lovely assistant, Sam Carella.
Here for Sandra. Almost like Vanna White on the

Wheel of Fortune, almost.

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: (Inaudible) .

MAYOR PETRACCO: Prettier, you're right.

Okay. Our next Proclamation is, and excuse me for
the -- to pronounce all these words that I'm not familiar

with. But this one, we'll take a shot at.
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WHEREAS, Andrews Daniel Mejia Murillo, close? A
resident of Honduras and a student of Journalism at National
and Autonomous University in Honduras; and

WHEREAS, Andres was raised in a single-parent
family, where his mother encouraged him to be honest and
respectful of others, especially those who are different
from himself; and

WHEREAS, Andres 1is a conscientious volunteer who
served as a youth liaison between his city of Comayagua?
Close enough, Honduras and partnering US peace organization
and he has represented his country in cultural exchange with
the people of Nutley, New Jersey, and sees his service as a
repayment to the US youth who worked in his city; and

WHEREAS, Andres takes pride in his city of
Honduras, which is a highlight of Central American and is
known as a colonial city important for tourism, and as a
safe, peaceful and thriving city in its own right. Andres
is concerned for the needs of the people in his country but
focuses on sharing his country's blessings by emphasizing
Comayagua's cultural and artistic feathers; and

WHEREAS, Andres, working as a youth diplomat,
wants to change the distorted image of corruption and crime
that too often has been used to characterize the people of
his country and inspire people to see Honduras as a county

of peace; and
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WHEREAS, Andres has demonstrated his belief that a
peaceful individual is the beginning point and foundation to
create peaceful community, national and international
relations in the world; and

WHERAS, from Monday, June 8th to Sunday, June
14th, Andres engaged in a cultural exchange with community
members in Nutley, New Jersey, as well as students from
Nutley Public School System to share with them the artistic
process of creating alfombras, the renowned sawdust
tapestries of Comayagua, Honduras.

And, I have to say, they were beautiful.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of
Commissioners, Township of Nutley, County Essex, State of
New Jersey that Andres Daniel Mejia Murillo be recognized as
an individual exemplifying volunteerism, as a person
committed to working for the cause of peace and for his

dedication as an advocate of international friendship.

(Applause)
MAYOR PETRACCO: Okay. We'll bring you guys all

up at once so I'm going to just go on to the next one.
WHEREAS, Lourdes Aracely Cabrera Lopez, a resident
of Honduras, and a student of Food Safety and Nutrition at

the University Pedagogica Nacional Francisco Morazan; and
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WHEREAS, Lourdes comes from a loving, respectful
and friendly family, was raised in the tradition of
contributing to the community as a public servant; and

WHEREAS, Lourdes 1is a conscientious, young
volunteer who has served in numerous art projects in her
native Honduras, has represented her country in cultural
exchange with the people of Nutley, New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, Lourdes is excited to share with others
about her country's cultural traditions, especially its
artistic and culinary traditions and to describe the beauty
of her country. She wants people to know that even though
her country cannot compete economically and on an
international level, it is rich in beautiful flora and
fauna, and that the Honduran people are warm and friendly;
and

WHEREAS, Lourdes has been very happy to be able to
visit the United States, and has enjoyed learning about the
culture, education system and the artwork of the country.
Lourdes has enjoyed the people and the experience of being a
part of the Nutley community for the duration of her visit;

So when these things happen, that, for me, as signs
of peace; for me, are signs that something new is coming to
our world.

It doesn't matter if we are in this great and
beautiful Garden State of New Jersey and sharing with the
people of the Nutley, you know, which is a sign that we came

very close once. We also put it in our heart sharing a side

with our Mayan (indiscernible) the things that they used to
in the past. So seeing the way how people like you are
offering time to such things makes the possibility that I
have been hearing so many people saying, you know, this is
(inaudible) we want to repeat. This is something that we
want to happen again. But this is not people only in
Nutley. You know, people say we want to have such kind of
things in (inaudible). I want to have such a thing -- I
just came back from a visit to the U.N. and I meet people

there. They told me --

MAYOR PETRACCO: Mario --

MAYOR PETRACCO: -- just for the record, I just
want to put on the record that for -- that on Sunday, we had

the Ambassador from Honduras come to our event. And what

was her name, Elizabeth?

MR. SELENAS: Elizabeth Flores.
MAYOR PETRACCO: Elizabeth Flores.
MR. SELENAS: Uh-huh. Yeah. She -- all the stuff

that came with her, you know that she, herself, was making

one with chalk, right?

MAYOR PETRACCO: Yes, she did her own chalk
picture.

But I tell
you, this thing, this moment, to be in the front page of the
newspaper, a new vision of a new era, but it's not
happening. Truly, they are instead looking for someone
beheaded or someone who (inaudible) blood.

MAYOR PETRACCO: We actually suffer from the media
here as well because it seems like it's always the bad stuff
that gets printed and the good stuff gets, you know, towards
the back of the paper. But before we wrap this up, Mario, I
just want to give a special thanks to Carol Provance (ph).
What she's done --

(Applause)
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MAYOR PETRACCO: -- you know, Carol's the kind of
person, I've seen her around town a lot, you know, another
person that frequents my deli, never really knew her name, I
just knew her face and it's funny because these people that
travel around our town, the good work that they do is really
incredible. And for you to open your home up, Carol, for
these people, to give them the opportunity to see what the
United States is really about is very honorable. So, would
you like to say a couple words on their behalf real quick?
Please. Mario, thank you so much.

(Applause)

MS. PROVANCE: (Inaudible) been a pleasure. I've
been doing this kind of work for the past 15 years. This
relationship that I've made, I've been -- I've had such a
good experience going to their country, learning about their
culture. Having their people give to me, sometimes their
own bed, I shared the bedroom the last time I was there with
a woman and her son, and that was the bed that I was given.
I learned how to make tortillas from scratch, from the corn.

I have had some incredible experiences with people
and I know that they wanted so much to give something back
and Mario has told me a story before -- because the first
time I ever went to Comayagua was -- I'm sorry, to Honduras
was after Mitch, after the big hurricane. And, he said, you

know, always people come from America and (indiscernible) my
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country and I always wondered when is my turn, when can I go
back and do something for this country. And even though it
may be economically they can't help us, they can by sharing
what is precious to them and what's beautiful in their
country. Their culture is lovely. And I'm hoping that some
time all of you might want to take a visit down there. I
may even create tours down to just a beautiful, beautiful
place and see the alfombras during the (inaudible) is just
incredible.

Anyway, I'm so grateful to the town for embracing
them as I feel they should be embraced in my own heart.
(Inaudible) has really done so much and Adam, and I have to
say, you know, I didn't have -- I was planning just to do
something small in the park, maybe see, can I get a little
place in the park to do this. But it was really Jill
brought this idea to Sam, Sam ran with it and I just have to

say thank you to everybody.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you, Carol.

MS. PROVANCE: God bless you all.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Just real quick, before we wrap

this up and we go on to our business portion of the meeting,
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I would just like to convey something that I said on Sunday
when we had this little festival up on Franklin Avenue.

You know, here in the United States, we take a lot
for granted. You know, we don't really know what it's like
to be hungry. We -- our children are very fortunate to walk
the streets and walk to school and thank God, we don't have
too many issues and problems.

But, I have to tell you, there was a young
gentleman, and I said this at the speech, Carol's sharing
her head, there was a young gentleman, a couple of Memorial
Day's ago, that made a speech at the Memorial Day Parade,
and it kind of ties in with all this peace talks and how
important it is to me. The young gentleman served in Iraq a
couple of tours. He went up on the mic and, at the oval,
and he said, you know, it was very difficult for me to be
out of my country and to see that I was escorting children
that our in kindergarten and in grammar school with machine
guns in the Mid-East to their schools because of the
violence that's there.

Can you imagine seeing machine guns walking down
Franklin Avenue to get our kids to and from school? So, it
really hit me and, you know, the speech went on and on and I
don't want to be too long winded tonight but I looked over
to my mother because, obviously, it might have been my first

Memorial Day Parade as Mayor, and my biggest fan, my mom,
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was there and I just happened to turn as this young man was
speaking about what he had seen in Afghanistan and I saw my
mother sobbing because his words were so powerful and we
take for granted our peace that we have here. But it's not
taken for granted from these people that have seen too much.
And that young man, I just want to say, and I'm very proud
to say, that was Steve Rogers' son that was -- who's a
police officer here in Nutley and we're lucky to have him
and, you know, the message that I just want to present it
was a great affair. Carol, Mario, Lourdes, thank you so
much, you know, for coming to our country. We embrace it.
Hopefully, we could visit you guys down there and we could
come back and forth.

I'd like to thank the churches, the Franklin
Reformed Church, all the volunteers that -- there's too many
here to say everybody's name and I'll forget somebody. I'd
like to thank Jill's mom for coming all the way to Florida.
Thanks, Jill's mom.

(Applause)

MAYOR PETRACCO: It's a wonderful thing we did
this weekend and, you know, we should always pray for peace.
So I'll thank everyone for coming. If everyone doesn't want
to listen to our business portion of the meeting, you -- I
See you guys are leaving already.

(Laughter)
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MAYOR PETRACCO: Is there more -- you're more than
welcome to get up now. We'll take a minute recess. Thank

so much again.

(Pause)

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you again, guys. Thank
you.

New Jersey, appropriating $175,000.00 therefore from grant
monies received from the New Jersey Department of
Transportation for the cost thereof.

I have
three Resolutions. The first one, recognize June 15th, 2015
through June 21st, 2015 as Men's Health Week.

Before I move this for a vote, I knew for quite
some time that what I should do is follow the lead of women
who really, truly take care of themselves because we don't
like to go to the doctors and we don't like to get checked
and before you know it, we're in serious trouble. So Men's
Health Week is important. We're going to heighten the
awareness of men's health and needless to say that our
Health Department is in the process -- they're now putting
together a Men's Health Clinic. We have a children's
clinic. We have a woman's clinic. ©Now we're going to put
together a men's health clinic. You'll be hearing more
about that in the days to come.

COMMISSIONER SCARPELLTI: I don't have them off the
top of my head. I will let you know that Lakeside Drive is

one of them.
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MS. LANDRY: Yay because that leads to, what does
it lead to? It leads to one of our, what does it lead to?

What does Lakeside Drive lead to? Kingsland Manor.

Okay.
So there are various -- and how are those roads
chosen?
COMMISSIONER SCARPELLI: Those roads are chosen --

our engineering department goes out and rates all the roads
and they are prioritized and they're looked at and those are
looked at and prioritized by not only the potholes but also
the curbs, the condition of the curbs, the condition of the
sidewalks, the condition of the aprons, any utility cuts,
any allogated (ph) cracking that are in the roads, and those
roads are rated.
We also look at -- once we get some of the roads
that we want to pave, we also try to spread them out
geographically so we're not doing just one section of town.
MS. LANDRY: Okay. And that lists of roads will

be available on our website?

COMMISSIONER SCARPELLTI: No.
MS. LANDRY: No. It will not. Okay.
COMMISSIONER SCARPELLTI: But if you call me

tomorrow, I'll give you the list of roads.
MS. LANDRY: Okay. Thank you. Appreciate it.

Can I have another minute?
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COMMISSIONER SCARPELLTI: Sure.

MS. LANDRY: It'll just take a second.

In 2012, Roche announced they were leaving. In
January, 2013, Nutley, Clifton and Roche officials met to
discuss prospective developers. In April, 2013, Nutley,
Clifton and Roche selected Perkins Eastman to market the 118
-- 119 acre campus. In August, 2013, the Star Ledger
reported that Roche had three proposals for redevelopment.
In October, 2013, we, you, the BOC, hired Perlman Taylor as
redevelopment counsel.

In January, 2014, we were -- we had the
opportunity to listen to a presentation for three mixed use
schemes that were presented at a hotel in Clifton.

In May, 2015, the medical school announced that it
would be using four acres. It's now June, 2015, and I was
just wondering is there a planned another public meeting to
update the citizens of Nutley on what is going on with
Roche, given the amount of taxpayer dollars that are being
spent on redevelopment counsel and on consultants and on
schemes. A lot of people have a lot of questions about
what's going on particularly when gravel is being moved and

things are happening.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Well, let me just --
MS. LANDRY: And we just want an update.
MAYOR PETRACCO: Yeah.
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MS. LANDRY: And we'd just love to have an update.
I know you may not have the answers but for us, and for the

taxpayers, because it is --

MAYOR PETRACCO: Sure.

MS. LANDRY: -- (indiscernible).

MAYOR PETRACCO: Well, let me answer you.

MS. LANDRY: Okay.

MAYOR PETRACCO: One of our updates have been in

the news is that we were informed that Hackensack and

Seton Hall signed an agreement which was --

MS. LANDRY: That's for four acres, correct?
MAYOR PETRACCO: For how many?

MS. LANDRY: Four.

MAYOR PETRACCO: I believe that -- counsel, isn't

it 13 acres?

UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER: About 14 acres.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Yeah.

MS. LANDRY: Fourteen acres out of --

MAYOR PETRACCO: About 14 acres.

MS. LANDRY: -- 119. So we're just concerned

about the other acres.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Well --

MS. LANDRY: We think that it's great that 14
acres are accounted for as a lease. However, what we'd like

to know is about the acres.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: Well, we have had talks with
prospective buyers and, you know, the prospective buyers
have -- Commissioner Tucci and I actually met, and our
attorney was present, they would like to attract Fortune 500
companies, such as maybe a Bank of America.

MS. LANDRY: They being Roche?

MAYOR PETRACCO: No. The prospective buyers of
Roche could be, the developer.

MS. LANDRY: Who is the developer?

MAYOR PETRACCO: Well, we're not -- counsel, we're
not at liberty --

MR. GENITEMPO: No. That's not public
knowledge vyet.

MS. LANDRY: So there is a potential developer who
will be developing the other acres and you are not at

liberty to disclose that name right now, correct?

MAYOR PETRACCO: It might change.
MS. LANDRY: Oh, okay.
MAYOR PETRACCO: Until everything is documented

and people sign on the dotted line. At this time, it's only
speculation, to be honest with you.

MS. LANDRY: Yeah, because in the beginning, it
was said that there was -- what Nutley wanted was one -- or

what Roche wanted was one developer for the entire site.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: That's what we're still hoping
for.

MS. LANDRY: And we are still hoping for one
developer for the other 110, say, acres.

MAYOR PETRACCO: What we're hoping for, Ms.
Landry, is that there's one developer for the whole project.
That's what we're hoping for. And -- what we can say at
this time is that the news has been promising. It's not
moving nearly as fast as any of us would like to but it's a
big site and we want to get it right.

Like I said, Commissioner Tucci and myself, the
news that we had on the other 80 or so acres that engulfs
the Roche site is that they are looking to attract really
good usage, such as Fortune 500 companies there which I
think is great news for that Roche campus --

MS. LANDRY: I do, too.

MAYOR PETRACCO: -- because just like I've said at
other meetings, it's not just about the ratable there, to
me. It's about creating jobs, creating a vibrant community
and bringing people, attracting people the best and the
brightest that are going to filtrate to -- through our
community as well.

Commissioner Tucci, would you like to jump in?

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: Yeah, I'd just like to add a

few things, Mayor. I think you hit all the high spots.
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Roche is still negotiating. All right. And in
discussion with both the developer, all right, and the
potential medical school that we hope will be sited there
very shortly. As soon as we get the information and we're
at liberty to share that information, we would like to do
nothing else. We wish we could tell you more this evening
but, unfortunately, we're hamstrung a bit because we're
waiting for Roche to provide us with the information.

And there are a lot of moving parts here. And, as
the Mayor said, we want to get it right. We have lawyers
coming from all different angles looking to protect Nutley's
interest, make sure that this development is a development
that's going to serve the community for the next 80 to a
hundred years and hopefully be a better neighbor to us than
Roche was. And Roche was a very good neighbor in their hay
day. All right.

As things changed, and as they merged, things
downsized. People were laid off. People moved away and
relocated. But we're still very optimistic that this
development will be something that we're going to be proud
of for many years. But, unfortunately, at this point in
time, we don't have enough information that's concrete to
share with you.

MS. LANDRY: Okay. So when you said, they're in

negotiations with the developer, so there is one developer

that is in negotiations with Roche and does that developer
also include the portion of Roche that Nutley designated as
an area in need of redevelopment?

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: Well, I believe we designated
the entire area that's without our boundaries in the area in
need of redevelopment. So that would include --

MAYOR PETRACCO: Clifton. So did Clifton.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: So did Clifton. Thank you.
As did Clifton. So the entire site, all right, is declared
an area in need of redevelopment which provides a lot of
tools for the development to facilitate that.

MS. LANDRY: Okay. Because I read the report and
it said that of the areas that were looked at by the counsel
that was hired by Nutley that two of those areas were not
able to be declared in need of redevelopment; one of which
was the pre-school, or the kindergarten school, too.

COMMISSIONER TUCCI: That's correct. Right.

MS. LANDRY: So two areas were declared not in
need of redevelopment. My question is --

MR. GENITEMPO: Ma'am, I'm sorry. Let me
just clarify that. It's not that they weren't -- not
declared in need of redevelopment, they were not considered
part of the overall development. In other words, they were
(inaudible) from the study. They weren't -- there was no

ruling on whether (inaudible).
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MS. LANDRY: Okay. Okay.

It's true that Roche
has filed a complaint claiming that the designation of the
areas (inaudible) properly done.

And one of the things (inaudible) I just wanted to
(inaudible) on (inaudible) to market the property, that's
not really accurate. Perkins Eastman was hired by the
Clifton (inaudible). Roche funded the study to come up with
three types of --

hotel in Clifton (inaudible).
MS. LANDRY: And at a hotel in Clifton that was
it.

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MS. LANDRY: -- because I'm very, very --

saying.
MS. LANDRY: -- very, you know, concerned about

this and what's going on.

MR. GENITEMPO: It's confusing. That's why
it's important to have (inaudible) hired to help us with
these (inaudible) common. You can ask (inaudible) developer
in the State (inaudible) complex site, a complex
development, there are many moving parts (inaudible) law
school, I guess that's (inaudible).

MS. LANDRY: Because you're a lawyer.

MR. GENITEMPO: Medical school (inaudible)
has to sign their deals before everything can really be made
(inaudible). I don't want to speak for the Commissioners
but we're involved on a weekly basis (inaudible) standpoint.
I know (inaudible) by the parties (inaudible) optimistic.

MS. LANDRY: I have a question. What currently is

the Planning Board's role in Roche given that they have
presented to the Board of Commissioners their -- they hired
a consultant and the consultant came back with their report.
What is now the Nutley Planning Board's role in the Roche
redevelopment?

MR. GENITEMPO: One of the benefits of the

area of redevelopment is that the Commissioners now have

MAYOR PETRACCO: Just for the record, Ms. Landry,
when we first started this and when we got news that Roche
was leaving and I got the call as your Mayor, and when we
first sat down with Perkmans Eastman and a lot of other
professionals, they said that this could take up to 25 to 30
years to --

MS. LANDRY: Correct.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: -- f£ill this problem up. And,
you know, the State has been gracious enough and we've
petitioned them all, you know, to fill in the void as far as
our financial gap was, so we're doing a lot, a lot, a lot of
leg work here and it's become a full time plus job for all
of us. So I know that it's very sometimes frustrating as a
resident to say, hey, what's going on and, you know, we are
trying to be good neighbors to Roche. We're trying to
facilitate a very delicate deal between three parties which
are Hoffman La Roche, Hackensack and Seton Hall,
you know.

And I think it's a miracle and I think we're on a
very, very good path right now to get three enormous
companies together to sign on the dotted line to, you know,
fulfill an obligation that'll be really, really wonderful to
the Nutley residents of this community. And I think we're
way ahead of our curve, you know, compared to what the
experts were saying.

MS. LANDRY: Yes, what it could have taken. Well,
I applaud you and Commissioner Tucci (inaudible) because I
know you're on the committee and I know it takes a lot of
your time. So thank you very much and I know --

MAYOR PETRACCO: Thank you.

MS. LANDRY: -- it could be a great thing soon for

all of us. Thank you.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: Right.
MR. GENITEMPO: Mayor, can I just add one
thing to that?
MAYOR PETRACCO: Certainly.

Is
there anyone else this evening that would like to address
the Board of Commissioners?

MR. O DREA: Michael Odrea, 133 High Street.
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It's just a comment. As I come home, I drive on
Franklin Avenue and in a way I was shocked to see this
happen, but I noticed that the Brook Tavern Steakhouse
closed. The Chinese restaurant next to the Mud Hole, taken
out. Two of my neighbors on High Street, they're getting
out of this town. Their homes are up for sale.

I'm just saying that -- and I also notice an
estimated tax rate for 2015 is 3.317. What I'm trying to
get at is the burdens that are put on the homeowners and
businesses, here in this town, can't -- I'm assuming they
can't take it anymore. And little by little my neighbors
are moving out.

Is there
anyone else this evening that would like to address the
Board of Commissioners?

Please state your name and address for the record.

MR. PERRONE: Michael Perrone (ph), 57 King
Street, Belleville, President of the Belleville Historical
Society.

Mayor Petracco, Commissioner Scarpelli, Rogers,
Commissioner Tucci, I'm really honored to be here to share
with you some documents pertaining to a very, very special
young man from Nutley.

The young man I'm referring to, his name is on a
bronze plaque in front of Nutley High School along with nine
other men from Nutley who served in the American Revolution.
I provided five copies (inaudible) copies (inaudible) .

Mr. Mayor, 50 years ago, Mayor Harry Chenow eth,
along with 250 residents of Nutley, gathered in front of
Nutley High School to dedicate the monument to the 10 men
from Nutley who fought in the War for Independence.

The first name on the list on the monument is
Henry Brown. Lieutenant Henry Brown was a lieutenant in the
first Essex regiment. He lived -- the farm of the Brown
family, the farm house and the main farm was located in

(inaudible) Garden Section, Nutley (inaudible), High Street
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and Kingsland Avenue between (inaudible) Avenue and
Prospect Street.

On the early morning of June 7th, 1780, the
British and Germans invaded New Jersey. Six thousand of them
landed in Elizabeth (inaudible). They planned to capture
George Washington in Morristown. The alarm went out --

MAYOR PETRACCO: In Morristown?

MR. PERRONE: In Morristown, yeah. The winter of
1780 was the worst winter in a hundred years. The army was
about to mutiny. The deaths, the starvation (inaudible)
devastating and the General Wilhelm Von (indiscernible) he
was the Hessian General in charge of this invasion. His
spies had reported to General -- spies had reported to him
that the Continental Army was about to mutiny. So he
assembled six thousand Hessians -- I mean, they called them
Hessians in our history books. They weren't Hessians. Some
of them were Hessians. Thirty thousand Germans fought in
the American Revolution against the Americans. Twelve
thousand of them were from the German Kingdom of Hess and
the other 18 thousand were from various other German
(inaudible). King George himself was a German Prince.

So George Washington was basically a sitting duck
down in Morristown and the invasion came at the -- just
after midnight on June 7th. Scouts in Elizabeth rode out to

summon the Essex County and the Morristown militia and to
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alert George Washington down in Morristown. So the first
scouts arrived in Belleville at the Dutch Reformed Church
rather quickly. The Belleville Dutch Reformed Church, the
Dutch Church of Second River, was the military headquarters,
the social headquarters, the spiritual headquarters of the
community of Second River and Captain Abraham Spear was the
commander of the local militia company. Captain Spear's
farm was located here on Chestnut Street.

So when the scouts arrived in Belleville, there
was always a mortar in the steeple of the church. The
mortar was lift over from the French and Indian War. So the
mortar was fired. A church bell pealed and Captain Spear
and Lieutenant Brown and everyone else assembled down on
what is now Main Street in front of the church, at that
time, it was called Queen's Road. And they marched off to
Union, New Jersey, where their orders were to line up,
report to Union.

So Lieutenant Henry Brown, his two cousins, Jacob
and Isaac, which are the next two names on that list and
Manus (ph), his 18 year old son, Manus had just turned 18.
He had just joined the militia and he had never been in a
fight before. They arrived at Connecticut Farms around 9
a.m. that morning and for three incredible hours the Essex
County militia and the Union County militia and some of the

Morristown militia furiously battled six thousand British
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and Hessian soldiers. I mean, it was an unbelievable
battle.
They were -- this was one of the major battles of

the American Revolution. And they were trying to buy time
for George Washington and the Continental Army to come up
with whatever they had as far as equipment and men. Most of
the horses had died that winter down in Morristown. So the
few horses that were remaining, George Washington ordered
his personal guards to ride up to Union.

The -- later on the afternoon of June 7th, George
Washington and the Continental Army arrived and the British
and the Germans noticing the militia building up and the
Continental Army, decided to withdraw to Elizabeth. George
Washington ordered the Essex County militia, the Morris
County militia and a regiment of Continental's to pursue the
British. The scouts -- George Washington's scouts --
General Von Knipson (ph) was pretty shrewd. He made it
appear as though most of his men had left. So the scouts
reported to George Washington that there were only 500 enemy
troops left when, in fact, there were six thousand of them.

George Washington ordered the attack on the
British and Hessians (inaudible) Essex regiment charged
across the field and hidden in the woods, at the end of the
field, the British had set up a line of artillery and they

opened up on the charging Americans. And, tragically,
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privates, Arminius Brown of Nutley, in his first battle,
this joint militia was his first battle, (inaudible) by a
cannon ball (inaudible) .

Normally, in 99 percent of the time during the
American Revolution when you were killed in battle, you were
buried on the battle field. TIf you were an enlisted man,
you were buried in a mass grave. If you were an officer,
you were buried individually, but were always buried on a
battlefield. 1In this case, Private Brown's father was with
him in the fight and his two cousins were with him so they
took his body and they brought it back to the Dutch Reformed
Church where he had been baptized 18 years earlier.

So the package that I (inaudible) with you
includes the baptism record of Private Manus Brown. His
tombstone -- after his burial, a stone was erected, a very
patriotic stone. The war was still going on for three more
years and on the stone basically he was -- they were damning
the British and a British loyalist came along and smashed
his stone. The stone was reported by a Reverend Timothy
Alden (ph) -- a Reverend Timothy Alden was a very famous
author at that time and he travelled around the country
recording very patriotic --

MAYOR PETRACCO: Hold on. I -- there's not a
history buff bigger than me here.

MR. PERRONE: Okay.
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MAYOR PETRACCO: But unfortunately --
MR. PERRONE: Okay. Well --
MAYOR PETRACCO: Unfortunately, it's actually my

wife's birthday today.

MR. PERRONE: Oh, okay. Well --

MAYOR PETRACCO: So, at some point --

MR. PERRONE: -- it's still --

MAYOR PETRACCO: -- 1f I don't get home, I might

not be here at the next meeting.
(Laughter)
MR. PERRONE: Private Brown's stone was destroyed

by the British and the Belleville Historical Society is

recreating the stone, 235 years later and the morning of the

Fourth of July, we have an annual Fourth of July ceremony at

10 a.m. where 67 Revolutionary War soldiers buried there.
Six of the 10 soldiers from Nutley are buried at the Dutch

Reformed Church cemetery. So we invite the Board of

Commissioners to attend that morning ceremony. The ceremony

concludes with a 21 gun salute on a cannon and, you know,
this year, this ceremony revolves mostly around Private
Brown.

And, you know, I'm looking at that mural behind
you, that young man, holding that musket, and, you know, it
was tough back then fighting. It was a lot tougher.

MAYOR PETRACCO: Well --
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MR. PERRONE: Thank you, sir.
MAYOR PETRACCO: I want to thank you. I know how
passionate you are for this and I do read some of your

emails. We should give him a round of applause --

(Applause) .

ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR RECONSTRUCTION OF THE ROADWAY ON PARK AVENUE
(SECTION 3), IN THE TOWNSHIP OF NUTLEY, IN THE COUNTY OF ESSEX, NEW JERSEY
APPROPRIATING $ 232,000.00 THEREFORE FROM GRANT MONIES RECEIVED FROM THE NEW

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF NUTLEY, IN
THE COUNTY OF ESSEX, NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

The improvement described in Section 2 of this bond ordinance is hereby authorized to be undertaken by
the Township of Nutley, New Jersey as a general improvement. For the improvement or purpose described
in Section 2, there is hereby appropriated the sum of $232,000.00 for the improvement or purpose
described therein which amount is made available from the Transportation Trust Fund monies received
from the New Jersey Department of Transportation.

SECTION 2.

The improvement hereby authorized and the purpose for which the appropriation of grant money is made
available is to provide for, PARK AVENUE SECTION 3 including all work and materials necessary
therefore or incidental thereto.

SECTION 3.

The capital budget of the Township of Nutley is hereby amended to conform with the provisions of this
ordinance to the extent of any inconsistency herewith. The resolution in the form promulgated by the
Local Finance Board showing full detail of the amended capital budget and capital program as approved
by the Director of the Division of Local Government Services is on file with the Clerk and is available
there for public inspection.

SECTION 4.

The purposes described in Section 2 of this bond ordinance are not current expenses. They are all
improvements that the Township may lawfully undertake as general improvements and no part of the costs
thereof has been or shall be specially assessed on property specially benefited thereby.
